Flood Zone: This project is for the replacement of a culvert.  All work is located in an A zone. The proposed work conforms to all applicable State of Alabama and local floodplain regulations. There is a potential for the facility to be impacted by future flooding events due to its location within the A zone. The proposed work will not take place in wetlands per the United States Fish and Wildlife Service National Wetlands Inventory and will have little potential to impact or affect wetlands. 

Proposed Work and Purpose: Tallapoosa County Commission, 603 Gardner Dairy Road Dadeville, Alabama 36853 (32.87804,-85.74582) Category C, 0% complete. The Applicant will utilize contract  services for the repair of Gardner Dairy Road culverts. which includes the removal of the two destroyed  culverts 95 FT. long X 9 FT. high. (built in 2020). Replacement will consist installing of a double barrel, 10 FT. wide X 12 FT high X 100 FT. long cast in place, reinforced concrete box culverts, accompanied by placement of Class II Riprap; clay and gravel backfill; crusher run; 12-gauge pipe; filter fabric, surface treatment and seed/fertilizer hay. 406 mitigation total is $583,846.03. Total project cost is $768,000.00. 




Project Alternatives:

Alternative #1 (No action): The 'no action' alternative would ultimately result in a negative impact on the residents of Tallapoosa County. If these repairs are not made, then adverse economic and social impacts may occur. 


Alternative #2 (Repair with Minimization): Repairing the box culvert without minimization measures may result in similar damages from future events. If similar damages occur again, it will cause adverse economic and social impacts.
